We have 816 local children enrolled to receive a 
FREE age-appropriate book mailed directly to their home 
monthly, and this continues until they turn five years old.

By getting on board with Dolly Parton’s Imagination Library, 
the children will be able to lay the tracks for a
promising future. “Our gift to your child is free books, your 
gift to them is the power to read and be ready for
school.” Since April of 2020 over 14,129 books have
been mailed.
